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2011-12 - Player Packet

Welcome to the 2011-2012  season of the Greenville High School Rugby Club!

This packet is intended to provide everything you need to know in order to become a part of the club. 

The Greenville High School Rugby Club (GHSRC) is a school club that was formed to offer students an opportunity to play a non-traditional sport that they can continue to play beyond their academic careers.

We are not affiliated or funded by the school Athletic Department, and are coached, administered, and organized by volunteers and parents. The GHSRC is coached by former rugby players that love the game, and are coaching in the hopes of providing kids an opportunity to fall in love with it as well. All coaches are certified by USA Rugby, the national governing organization.
Eligibility
· Players must be currently enrolled at GHS, and be in good standing with the school.

· Players must be under the age of 19 as of September 1, 2011.

· No previous rugby experience is needed.
· All eligible players will play in every game – there are no cuts or tryouts.
Practice Schedule
· Tuesdays & Thursday – 5:00 – 7:00 (could change after Daylight Savings March 13th). 
· We may have other practices on Wednesdays and Sundays throughout the year.
· Weather – sometimes we will meet in my classroom, weight room, or gym due to inclement weather

· Same practice time

· Location:  
· Mongahan Park (off cedar lane rd, near Westside Aquatic Center)

· Must pay for practice fields this year.

Game (Match) Schedule
· Regular season matches will be played primarily on Friday nights, (Possible make-ups on Saturdays, and/or Sundays.)
· Match locations will be determined by field availability.  (GHS or Sterling) (Mongahan we would need posts)
· Official Matrix (schedule) will be on our website
· Kickoff Jamboree is scheduled for January 15 @ Sirrine Stadium KO 11am
The following actions must be completed before anyone can actively participate in practice and/or games with GHSRC.

This applies to both new and returning players – no exceptions.
#1 – Player Information Forms
All of the attached forms must be completely filled-out and signed by a parent/guardian if the player is under 18.

#2 – Player Fees Paid

Player fees for CIPP are $65 for the 2011-2012 season.
· Must be paid before participation in practice/games is allowed.
School Insurance $47
· If a player has not played a sport at GHS already, they need to pay the $47 school insurance
· At least $10 now, but paid in full by Jan. 2nd
#3 – Equipment

You will need the following equipment to participate in practice:

· Mouth guard
· Rugby Shorts and Socks

· Rugby Jersey - recommended
· Cleats – Must not have a toe spike (soccer style)

· Water Bottle – Please put your name on it
*Equipment items can be purchased through any supplier or retail outlet. Items purchased through rugby-specific suppliers tend to be more expensive, so check out local sporting goods stores or retailers such as Wal-Mart or K-mart.
USA Rugby CIPP (Club and Individual Protection Program) Registration
Every player, coach, referee, and administrator is required to register with USA Rugby, and sign the Participation Agreement and Waiver.

This registration provides general protection from liability for any damage or injury that may result from that person’s participation in sanctioned rugby events. 

Registration is valid for one calendar year (Sep 1 – Aug 31), must be renewed every year, and must be completed prior to participation in any organized event. The cost is $65 and can be completed through the USA Rugby website (https://membership.usarugby.org).

You will register as a player for “Greenville High School Rugby Club (29028)”
*If you register online, you will need to print and sign the 2011 Participation Agreement and Waiver.

If you are unable to register on-line, please complete the 2011 Registration Form, along with the Participation Agreement and Waiver. Return these forms and $20 (cash or check) to Coach Reid so your registration can be submitted. ***You cannot practice until this registration is completed.

Player Code of Conduct

Playing rugby is a privilege, not a right. Our players are ambassadors of our club, and their behavior directly affects how the club is viewed in school, the local community, and the league. As such, all members of the GHSRC are expected to display responsible behavior at all times (on and off the pitch), and to abide by the following code of conduct:

· Players will abide by school policies and rules. Any disciplinary action taken against a player at school will be mirrored on the team. If a player is suspended from school, they will be suspended from the team for a corresponding amount of time or 1 match, whichever is greater. If a player is expelled from school, they will be immediately removed from the team.
· Players’ eligibility and grades will be checked.  We will carry the same requirements as any other GHS sport.  We will have mandatory Report Card and Progress report check.  If a player is failing 2 or more classes, that player will be suspended until their grades improve.  
· Players will not exhibit obnoxious or impolite behavior of any sort. This includes the use of foul language before, during, or after any practice or match.  Anything deemed as poor sportsmanship (fighting, acting out, etc.) to the coaches will result in suspension from game play.
· Players will honor the game. This begins by showing respect for their team, their opponent, the match officials (referees, tough judges, etc.), all spectators, and anyone else that is participating, observing, or otherwise present at all rugby events. Players will cheer their opponents, the referee, and their team at the conclusion of all matches regardless of the match result. Poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated.
· Players will play within the law and spirit of the game. Foul play will not be tolerated, either as an initial act or in retaliation to the play of our opponent. Any instance of foul play will result in the immediate removal of that player from the match, regardless of whether or not the foul is penalized by the referee.

· Parents/Guardians hold the final decision concerning a player’s participation. If at any time a player’s parent or guardian decides that the player’s grades or behavior does not merit continued participation in the club, that player will not be allowed to participate in any future activities.
· Players will not use Tobacco, Alcohol, Illegal Drugs, Fire Arms, Knives, Blades while being under the supervision of the Rugby Team and Coaches.  Any knowledge of consumption, possession, or usage of the above listed will result in immediate expulsion or suspension from the team depending on the severity of the situation.
I acknowledge that I am representing the Greenville High School Rugby Club, and agree to abide by this Code of Conduct. I recognize that my membership in the club is a privilege, and I will conduct myself in an appropriate manner both on and off the pitch.

My ability to participate in club activities is dependent on my personal conduct, and is granted at the discretion of the coaches and my parents/guardian. I acknowledge that my continued participation may be revoked if at any time I fail to abide by the rules in this Code, or in any way bring discredit or shame upon myself or the club.

Player Attendance Policy

Although Greenville High School Rugby is not a varsity sport, it is a team sport, and it is expected that players will treat it as such.

Practices are not optional. Past seasons have taught us that when players miss practice, it hurts their development as a rugby player, and negatively impacts the team as a whole. Practices are only held two days per week, so it is vital for players to be present at all practices in order for the team to advance in its development.

It is understood that issues may arise during the season, and players may have to miss practice for family, medical, academic, or work reasons, but players should make every attempt to attend practice. Missing practice because it is your girlfriend’s birthday is not acceptable.

To that end, the GHSRC has adopted the following attendance policy:

· If a player is going to miss a practice, the player must notify the coach no later than 4:00 PM on the day of practice.
· If a player accumulates more than 1 unexcused absence from practice in a two week time period they will not be allowed to start in the following game.

· Players are expected to report absences to the coaching staff before practice

· If a player does NOT report to the coaching staff before practice results in an unexcused absence.

· If you play another Greenville High School spring or winter sport your absences will be excused

· Attendance will be taken at the start of each practice. If a player fails to inform the coach of his absence prior to the 4:00 deadline, that absence will be counted as unexcused. 

· Players are expected to attend the game regardless of playing status. Again, rugby is a team sport.

· ***Word of mouth through a teammate is not acceptable.
